Under direction of Civil Engineer and Program Manager, the incumbent coordinates and works with Safety of Dams 
Engineering and Maintenance crew in design activities; including, surveying, drafting and cost estimate of maintenance, 
rehabilitation and construction involving high significant hazard dams and related projects, directs the operation of video 
camera and crew to examine internal portions of dam outlet work, do inundation studies by using BOSS Dambreak 
Software and coordinate production of required maps for placement in Emergency Action Plans.  Use AutoCAD and 
EaglePoint Software in producing topography and design drawings; do specialized hydraulic calculations, estimate, 
weights, volumes and quantities of construction material.  Will be required to supervise, review work, and train Engineering 
Technicians in a variety of technical tasks.  Coordinates with BOR and BIA representatives in developing long term data 
bases for monitoring system.  Make recommendations to supervisor as to which maintenance operations should have 
priority and will inspect dams, instruments and monitoring devices.  Prepare preliminary designs of projects and develop 
and implement Purchase Requisitions for various equipment and material needed for projects and monitor schedule of 
delivery of construction materials and equipment.
