Will

require travel throughout the Western Navajo Agency to veteran client's home. Performs a wide variety of carpentry assignments of complex

nature; inspect work site for damage to determine scope of work or plans for home construction including housing materials needs, by assuring

sufficient materials are on hand to accomplish task successfully and professionally. Plans and carries out work projects according to prescribes

specifications, drawings and blue prints independently. Produces precise fit, accurate dimensions and acceptable finished appearance of

frames, rafters, floors, concrete forms, handicap, partitions, counters, door and window frames and performs various interior and exterior trim

work. Estimates and orders materials and supplies. Secures all equipment and tools before leaving work site. Maintains and assures a safe work

environment; completes work order assignments as lead carpenter. Is responsible for tracking Housing needs for Veterans within the Western

Navajo Agency to ensure appropriate services have been rendered.
