Under general supervision of the Senior Programs and Projects Specialist, shall plan, develop, implement, coordinate, and
collaborate with non-profit and faith based organizations, private businesses and industries, tribal state and federal organizations
and schools and other entities on new program initiatives; including but not liimited to the following: Navajo Nation Fatherhood
Initiative, Healthy Families, Navajo Nation Youth Initiatives and Grandparents Raising Grandchildren. Shall assist in the
research, development and implementation of new and continuing project initiatives including but not limited to researching
relevant studies and similar outcomes and practices, identify short and long range planning goals and objectives. Shall assist
with development of program policies and projects, assists with the development of evaluation and assessment tools to achieve
program goals and objectives and outcomes for each new project. Under the supervision of the Senior Programs and Projects
Specialist shall coordinate with other program staff, appropriate tribal and state departments, private and public organizations
and entities to convene meetings, co-sponsor events and activities.

A Bachelor's Degree in Public or Business Administration or in a closely related field; and

Four (4) years of program related administrative experience; or an equivalent combination of education, training and experience
which provides the capabilities to perform the described duties.
