Physical requirements and work environment: Work requires attention to detail with potential exposure to loud noises, dust, toxic chemicals and fumes when
working on site.

Prepares long and short term plans for development, management, construction, rehabilitation and upgrade of San Juan Irrigation Projects and implements
policies of the Navajo Nation. Study, engineer, design, research, examines and analyzes critical and highly complicated engineering data for design, construction
and rehabilitation of advanced level & complicated irrigation, municipal & industrial water distribution systems, irrigation siphons, major irrigation diversions,
gates, canals, storage tanks, reservoirs, embankments, etc. Research, explores, prepares and conduct direct reviews of special, critical and complicated
engineering reports, studies, project proposals, cost estimate, designs, technical specifications and provides construction oversight. Plans, organizes, manages,
directs and reviews work of engineers, engineering consultants, advanced level/complicated technical/engineering reports, cost estimates including such work
done by state and federal agencies. Develops contracts and contract documents for major project construction in conjunction with state and federal agencies.
Makes and approves complicated/controversial changes in design and specifications on site during construction as may be required. Participates in value
engineering for complicated and controversial project and represent the program at high level technical meetings. Serves as expert technical witness, provides
testimony and technical reviews on major legal litigation concerning water right issues. Directly undertakes grant proposal writings to generate outside funding
from local, state and federal agencies for water related projects. Research and explores new methods to enhance quality and productivity and in house
technical capability/self-sufficiency.

Works directly under administrative direction of Branch Director, Technical Construction and Operations Branch, Department of Water Resources. Formulate
plans, directs, manages, and implement policies and procedures for development, management, protection and beneficial utilization of the Navajo Nation
waters to address the present and future needs for irrigation, domestic, industrial and livestock water.
