Represents the NN in dealing with senior
mine management officials, local, state and federal government agencies and citizens in developing agreements and resolving conflicts.
Develops NN mining policies, procedures; administers and is accountable for the Cooperative Grant Agreement with the U.S. Office of
Surface Mining Reclamation and Enforcement (OSM); determines if technical reviews and inspections are conducted in a timely manner
and in compliance with mining laws and regulations, performs all duties described at the next lower level, assist in the finalization and
implementation of the NN Reclamation Code and Regulations.
