This involves translation
of field data into digital record keeping including using digital mapping and analyzing study results to determine status every two
years of those species listed in the NESL. Serves as the Zoological endangered species expert for the Navajo Natural Heritage
Program and the Navajo Nation. This involves coordinating with NNHP staff to assist with project compliance reviews and
ensuring avoidance of impacts to endangered species. For the Navajo Nation, coordinates with other Navajo Nation entities to
ensure adequate protection of endangered species.  Also coordinates with federal and state agencies in all aspects of endangere
