Conduct field inspections and evaluations of overburden handling and soil reconstruction to ensure 

acitivities are in compliance with permit terms issued pursuant to the Surface Mining Control and Reclamation Act (SMCRA) of 1977.  Review 

enviromental documents related to Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) and Environmental Assessment (EA) reports and provide technical 

reports, analyze soil suitablity and pre-mining capabilities.  Assist the program in implementation of the Navajo Nation Surface Coal Mining 

Reclamation Act.  Maintain up-to-date familiarity with research being conducted in order to review current scientific literature.  Address 

deficiencies in coal mining Permit Application Package (PAP) before issuing coal mining permits.  Review engineering design plans and 

specifications submitted by mines and contractors to ensure completion and accuracy.  The ability to use GIS and data collected with global 

positioning systems to track reclamation activities will be essential.  Attend public meetings and respond to public comments on soil related 

sections of mine permit applications.
