Physical requirements and work environment:  Work requires attention to detail with potential exposure to loud noises, toxic chemicals and 
fumes when working on site.

Schedules, plans and coordinates project construction activities. Develops plans and scopes of work. Prepares/reviews designs, technical 
specifications, cost estimates, project schedules and material listings for Irrigation and other water development projects as mentioned above, 
provides construction oversight, conduct final project inspections. Develops contracts and contract documents for project construction in 
conjunction with local/tribal state and federal agencies. Ensures compliance of all established and applicable construction safety policies, 
procedures, laws, rules and regulations. Addresses and resolves any construction related technical concerns at construction sites. Coordinates 
all such activities with senior level engineers, consultants, and senior management. Prepares project construction and final inspection reports, 
prepares list of deficiencies and recommends appropriate corrective actions. Prepares grant proposals to generate outside funding from private, 
state and federal agencies for water related projects.  Researches and explores new methods to enhance in-house; quality, productivity, and 
technical capability/self-sufficiency.  
Works directly under administrative direction of Branch Director, Technical Construction and Operations Branch, Department of Water 
Resources. Collects, receives, investigates, assembles, examines and analyzes engineering/hydrologic data for planning, design, construction, 
rehabilitation and upgrade of irrigation, domestic, municipal, industrial and livestock water distribution systems, including but not limited to 
irrigation canals, pumping stations, irrigation siphons, irrigation diversions and associated structures, storage tanks, dams, waterlines, etc. 
Prepares engineering reports, project proposals, cost estimates and provides construction oversight. Plans, organizes and reviews work of 
assigned staff including engineering technicians involved in surveying, drafting, planning and designs related to assigned projects. 
Prepares monthly, quarterly and annual progress reports. Coordinates program activities with local, state and federal agencies. Attends 
meetings, conferences, workshops, and professional trainings, etc. Assist with short and long range planning for the program activities related to 
emergency/drought conditions. Assists with preparation of annual program budgets.
