Under general supervision, performs work of moderate difficulty in planning and devising programs. Assists with directing the
Disaster Assitance Program activities: builds, plans, and assures readiness for disasters to property and lives; coordinates
disaster relief planning and preparedness activities to improve the professional competance of those involved in emergency
response; receives and responds to requests for particiaption in emergency planning meetings, conferences, and workshops;
prepares and maintains emergency operation plans with support groups, volunteers and agencies. Establishes procedures for
public information, develops media response plans and provides information to the public during times of disaster; coordinates
emergency activities for overall support to the high risk, elderly, women with infants and children, and the handicapped in the
community; participates in the Navajo Nation's Emergency Coordination group; shares information about response capablities;
maintains close coordination with tribal and state officials to obatin assistance, funds and equipment. Establishes and maintains
a list of contacts and available resources within the Navajo Nation government that may be called upon in case of a natural, man-
made or national security related disaster; assists in assessment of damages; conducts rehearsals or "exercise" emergency
plans to ensure the efficient operation of the emergency preparedness forces, and to familiarize residents with emergency
preparedness regulations, procedures, and operations. Applies, plans, prepares, and manages budget for various Navajo
Nation, federal, and state grant funds; develops methods to assess training needs, organizes and prepares training schedules;
coordinates travel and per deim reimbursement plans for participants; coordinates emergency and disaster relief services;
coordinates orientaion for newly appointed commisioners; submits written documents and reports. Work requires continual
strenous physical effort actual implementation of exercising disaster incidents.
